Co-option to fill Vacancy
Cllr D Eddy proposed J Gibb for co-option, seconded by Cllr A Scruton and she was elected unanimously.
24/77
Co-operation with Foxholes Community Hall
A representative from the Village Hall was present and she confirmed that there will be a representative at  all future meetings. It was also agreed that a councillor would attend the Village Hall Committee meetings in future.
24/78
Maintenance of Duck Pond
A further site meeting has been held with councillors and some local residents to move this project forward. The land ownership was uncertain and it was generally believed that it is not owned by anyone. Potential funding sources were being investigated. A further meeting was arranged for 7th October to move matters forward and a public meeting was arranged for 24th October in the village hall to inform residents about the project.

Speeding Through Village
A detailed discussion took place on what could be done to reduce speeding traffic through Foxholes. NYC have refused all requests from the parish council to make safety improvements. Their stance being that there has not been any fatalities. A “Speed survey” has been previously requested but no information has been received on when this will take place. A “village gateway” scheme has also been previously explored but the cost proved to be prohibitive and beyond the means of the parish council to fund. Enquires to set up a Community Speed Watch scheme has also received a negative response from the Polce. Other possible safety improvements were also discussed. It was agreed that this matter would be escalated to try to force safety improvements to be implemented by NYC.
A petition was being progressed by concerned residents to attempt to force action by NYC.

One planning application was received. ZE24/00524/FUL application to erect a four bedroom dwelling and detached garage at, Manor Farm, Ganton Road, Foxholes. No objections were received.
