Minutes of the Previous Meeting

Matters Arising.

(24/91) It was agreed to confirm with the contractor the cost for the 2025 cutting season, together with an estimate for cutting additional areas in Lovell Garth and the area in front of the old chapel. Depending on the response received it may prove necessary to go out to competitive tender if required.

Co-option to Fill Vacancies
Two vacancies for parish councillor remained to be filled.
25/08
Maintenance of Pond
A grant of £300 has been received by the community committee from NYC Community Fund towards the cost of publicising the project. NYC have indicated that they will have a working party to survey the drainage system in that area. The ownership of the land is uncertain and it may prove necessary to have it registered with the land Registry. Ann Clerk volunteered to investigate.
25/09
Speeding through Village
The chair advised that NYC have promised to paint 30MPH roundels and rumble strips on the road surface. The village gateway scheme was being progressed with work expected to start shortly. Volunteers have come forward for training on Community Speed Watch and it was agreed to enquire if Weaverthrope Parish Council would be willing to share their equipment. Failing that the equipment could be purchased for around £360 if necessary.
A pedestrian crossing assessment was to be undertaken at a specified location, following discussion it was agreed this should be at a suitable location close to Smithy Lane/Ganton Road junction.
