Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from Cllr A Scruton and Cllr J Gibb.

Declarations of Interests
No declarations of interest were received.

25/18
Public Comments

Several residents expressed their concern on the proposed drilling site by Egdon Resources at a location around ½ a mile from the village. The parish council confirmed that a consultation letter has been received from this company, however at this time the council could not make any comment until the official planning application has been received as it cannot pre-determine any planning application.

Residents did however express their concerns on the environmental impact on the surrounding area, including noise and light pollution. They felt that there was a lack of information available to make a judgement. They also felt there was an imperative for an Environmental Impact Assessment and a Greenhouse Gas Emission Assessment to be undertaken. Residents also expressed their concerns that the drill well will go through an underground aquafer which provides the local drinking water supply, commenting that any ground movement will damage the well lining. It was assumed that operations would be on 24/7 basis with noise being a problem to nearby residents. A resident also highlighted that it may be necessary to seek assistance from a suitable expert to assist in making a response to the planning application when received.

Matters Arising.

(25/04) Following comments made about using solar powered street lights, an estimate was obtained that indicated they would cost £1395 plus VAT per light which was slightly more expensive that mains powered lights, however there would not be any energy costs. It was however noted that the council did not have the money to afford these at the present time.

Co-option to Fill Vacancies
Cllr D Eddy proposed T Walker for co-option, seconded by Cllr D Clarke, and S Parker was proposed by Cllr D Clark and seconded by Cllr D Eddy. Both were elected unanimously.

Grass Cutting
The contactor quoted an additional £50 per cut for cutting the two areas on the main street. Following discussion it was agreed that the play area on Eastfield would not be cut in the future. A revised cost was to be obtained from the contractor.

Maintenance of Pond
A survey of the drains has been undertaken with the results awaited. The ownership of the area was still unknown. 
25/24
Speeding through Village
A speed survey has been undertaken in three locations in the village with significant speeding recorded. NYC are reviewing their policy and considering an extension of the 30MPH limit southwards beyond the crossroads and also the possibility of 40MPH buffer zones. A pedestrian crossing assessment was to be undertaken by NYC at a location near the village green. The Village Gateway scheme was being progressed with the contractor expected to complete the work within the next two months. 30MPH roundels were to be painted on the road surface. In addition the Community Speedwatch Scheme was now up and running with speed checks to be undertaken by volunteers.
It was noted that the speed limit through Butterwick was currently 40MPH. It was agreed to see it this could be included in the Speedwatch scheme.
