No update was received.

Speeding through Village
The community speed watch group started on 7th March 2025 and it remains on-going. To date 56 offenders have been recorded and details passed to the Police. Butterwick will also be monitored from 2nd June 2025. There are currently eight volunteers but a further three are required. NYC have rejected a “Puffin” crossing on the grounds that it would cost in the region of £100k, however a simple zebra crossing is all that is required at a cost of around £15000 and the chair has made further representations to persuade NYC Highways to seriously consider this option. Efforts to extend the 30MPH limit southwards to a point beyond the crossroads was being discussed with NYC as were the provision of 40MPH buffer zones on each side of the village. The data monitoring analysis in Butterwick was made on the assumption of it being a 30MPH limit rather than the existing 40MPH. The data was to be recalculated to account for this. It was highlighted that the speed limit should be reduced to 30MPH through Butterwick.

Website Update
Following discussion ideas were being sought on what should be included within the website. The consensus being that it was outdated and required modernising. The cost of updating and/or creating a new one was to be investigated with quotes to be obtained for further consideration.
